Unitus works where our leveraged model can have the greatest possible impact—for the poor,
for the regions where we work, and for the microfinance industry at large. Our most intense
efforts are concentrated on nascent, pre-commercial markets that currently lack the resources or
infrastructure needed for microfinance to thrive.

In East Africa

Across the globe, microfinance has helped millions of the working poor achieve greater
economic self-reliance. Much of that growth has sprung from southern India, where
many microfinance institutions—including the majority of our partners—have undergone
incredible expansion over the last several years. While putting our Acceleration Model to
work to support this expansion, we've gained valuable experience and learned how to be
even more effective in scaling high-impact microfinance.

Now Unitus is focusing this knowledge and hard-earned expertise on East
Africa, one of the poorest regions in the world where microfinance has
the potential to make a critical difference. Of the 762 million people living
in Sub-Saharan Africa, more than 556 million live on $2 a day or less. In

Kenya, more than 58 percent of the population lives on less than $2 a day.

This leaves millions of people living in poverty without the tools to improve
their situation.
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In the coming months and years, Unitus will focus on selecting and
partnering with a broad range of high-potential MFls in East Africa to help
them increase efficiency, reach more micro-entrepreneurs, and facilitate the
development of a wide range of innovative financial products and services
designed to meet the needs of the working poor.

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Mathare Valley, a shanty town on the outskirts of Nairobi, is one of

the oldest and most desperately poor slums in all of Africa. Living
conditions are dire with disease, crime, and no clean water or adequate
sewer facilities. Pictured here are residents of Mathare living on top of
years of refuse and “flying sewers"—the local name for plastic bags
used as portable toilets. Unitus partner Jamii Bora currently serves
12,000 Mathare resident clients from a local branch office. Borrowers
use their loans to create and support businesses as store keepers,
tailors, and food vendors. This income generation also allows borrowers
to send their children to school: it is not uncommon to see school
children in their uniforms walking home to their 10’x10’ homes along
Mathare’s foot paths.

Can you briefly describe Omidyar Network’s investment strategy?
